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The classic lineup of RUSTIC OVERTONES formed in 1995 and split in 2002.  In between they signed 2 major label record deals, a publishing deal, played with David Bowie, Funkmaster Flex and a host of others. They toured relentlessly and packed houses from Portland, Maine to Denver , Colorado and down to Charleston, South Carolina.


After the split the members of Rustic Overtones variously joined or created Soullive, Ray Lamontange, As Fast As, Paranoid Social Club and Seekonk. In the Spring of 2007, the original seven members of the band decided to get together and play again in preparation for a concert and the release a CD of rarities and outtakes. That idea blossomed into a top selling CD of new material and a sold out summer tour.
